In order to reduce the 
unnecessary confusion in deciding a proper charge of various programs, the Yellow Card Membership option has been 
cancelled. So, the only paid membership option is the blue card membership, which allows you to attend all events 
without having to pay any event-specific fees.  Since most of the expenses are covered by dues paid by the Blue Card 
Members, the committee has an obligation to ensure that the Blue Card Members receive the maximum benefit of various 
programs organized by the Mandal.  

I would like to take this opportunity to thank all of our Blue Card Members and to request those who have not 
become paid members as yet to consider joining the 71 Blue Card Member families of MMGPH.
